Note:

1. As per the plan given above, there will be four semesters of four papers
each for the Regular students. Theoretical examination carrying 75
marks in each paper shall be held. Simultaneously, 25 marks shall be
assigned for internal assessment.

2. Apart from the above, an extra examination of 100 marks shall be
taken in the fourth semester. Of this, 50 marks shall be assigned to
project work and other 50 for viva voice by external examiner.

3. Any topic can be selected for the project from the syllabus provided for
all the four semesters.

4. Thus the whole course shall comprise of 1700 marks.

5. For Internal Assessment, two examinations shall be held at the college
level, and higher marks of the two shall be sent to the University.

6. In order to promote cooperation and importance of collective study
among students, Group Project is being introduced for Internal
Assessment in the Second Paper of First Semester (Indian Government
and Politics); and the First Paper of Third Semester (Theories of
International Politics).

7. For Group Project, students shall be divided into groups and a topic be
assigned to them. The group members will prepare one report on the
basis of mutual discussion and research, and will present the report.
Marks shall be assigned on the basis of contribution of each student in
preparing the project and their presentation. The group size will be
decided by the Head of the Departments concerned, but as far as
practicable, not more than six students should comprise a group.
