function in OCD patients,

Methads: The present study is u prospective, interventional. clinicsl
study conducted on 42 patients of obsessive compulsive disorder and
42 healthy controls. Detailed history. clinical evaluation. cognitive
ussessment with Montreal Cognitive Assessment was dane. Serum
BINF was asscssed for all 84 subjects.

Results: Various cognitive functions like visuospatial ability. executive
function, altention, concentration were found to be significantly lov in
patients of OCD The serum BDNF level in the patients were compared
with healthy controls and results revealed that there is a significant
reduction ( p=0.002) in scrum BDNF level in study group.
